

Emperor penguins leave the ocean and begin their 70km long march.

The penguins arrive at the place they were born. 

They search for a mate.

 The egg is hatched in early June.

The female has to pass the egg to the male which can be very tricky.

If the egg is dropped the relationship is broken.
The female and male have to learn each other’s voice and call.

All females leave the males and go to collect food.

The temperature drops and the males huddle in a circle. The temperature drops to -50˚C. The temperature in the middle of the circle is much warmer so the penguins rotate.

The male keeps the egg warm for 2 months and has to go without food for 125 days.

In late July to early August the egg hatches and the chick comes out.

The males give a milky substance to the chick.

 The females return from their long trip in late July.

The parents find each other by call.

The females finally see their chicks for the very first time.

The mother gives the chick her regurgitated food.

The males go back to the sea.

The chick goes out to sea and stays for 4 years and so the cycle starts again.   
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
