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Antarctica Weather

· Antarctica’s coldest temperature is -129ºF (-89ºC). 

· Wind chill’s can drop the temperature to -148ºF.

· Antarctica’s warmed temperature is 59ºF (15ºC).

· Antarctica is surrounded by an ocean. 

· 98% of Antarctica is covered with snow and ice which means that it reflects most of the sun’s light.

· Antarctica doubles in size during the winter when the surrounding sea water freezes.

· Precipitation averages less than 1 inch yearly.

· The island receives as much as water as the Sahara Desert, but it falls in the form of snow.

· Blizzards in Antarctica are common.  The snow is picked up and blown.  These blizzards are called katabatic winds.
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
